RED RIBBON WEEK OVER:  We have taken some darling and some challenging RED pictures.  They will appear on our web site periodically.  Enjoy the youngster’s apparel.  But most of all enjoy their faces!!

PLEASE, PLEASE, PLEASE:  If you bring your children into the school building, bring them to the cafeteria between 7:15 AM – 7:30 AM. Do not bring children to the classrooms, or wait around in the hallways and steps.  Pre-Kindergarten parents may bring their children to classrooms.  If the late bell (7:35 AM) has rung, the children must report to the office for a tardy slip. CTK has many children who are tardy.  Are you aware students’ absences are reported to the Indiana State Department of Education at the end of the school year?  We, Americans, as well as we, of CTK, are not people of punctuality! FLU SEASON has made its appearance. It has visited CTK, too, but not seriously, and not lots of stricken youngsters.  Here are some healthy reminders, especially since the flu season is only getting started.  The only portals of entry into the body are the nostrils and mouth/throat.  In a global epidemic of this nature, it’s almost impossible to avoid coming into contact with H1N1 in spite of all precautions.  Contact with H1N1 is not so much of a problem as proliferation.  Reminder below: (Internet/Dr. Vinay Goyal – Intensivist and Thyroid specialist).

A. Frequent hand washing preferably with soap and warm water.

B. Frequent hand rubbing with sanitizer of at least 62% alcohol.

C. Gargling twice a day with warm salt water or an over-the-counter mouthwash.

Simple gargling prevents proliferation.  In a way, gargling with salt water has the same effect on a healthy individual that Tamiflu has on an infected one.  
Don’t under estimate this simple, inexpensive and powerful preventative method.

D. Blow nose/clean nostrils with warm salt water once a day.

E. Eat/drink foods/liquids with Vitamin C .

F. Drink warm liquids.  These have the same effect as gargling.  They wash off proliferating viruses from throat to stomach where they cannot survive.  

G. Stay home until fever is gone -at least 24 hours, and with no help from medication.
